This is the 3rd year of  the Gaëtan Janssens Trophy which is sailed for at a series of International events in the North Sea. It takes place in two stages starting in May with two long weekends between Ostend (B), Ramsgate (GB), Boulogne and Dunkirk then mid-August to early September at Ramsgate (GB), Breskens (NL) and Zeebrugge (B).




The 2010 program starts with an offshore race, the Dover Straits Race (70 miles)  normally bringing together around 60 to70 yachts starting in Ostend on the 13th May and finishing in Ramsgate.




Followed on Friday 14th May with the Euro Regatta off Ramsgate with two windward /  leeward races, and then on off to Boulogne on Saturday 15th May for the Michel Jonette Trophy. 
Grand Prix International de la Côte d'Opale (GPICO) 22nd - 24th May



The Series continues the following weekend off Pentecost with the 7th edition of the  Grand Prix International de la Côte d'Opale starting from Boulogne.
This event starts on 22nd May with 2 short inshore races off Boulogne, then the following day with a coastal race from Boulogne to Dunkerque, On the 24th May in Dunkerque there are a number of short round the cans and windward / leeward courses.
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Ramsgate Week 16th – 21st August
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During August, the series heads back to Ramsgate for the IRC International Series (19th – 21st August) part of Ramsgate Week (GB). This part of the Week is a 7 race series including coastal and Olympic style courses.
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Breskens Sailing Weekend 27th – 29th August
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The next event is held at the end of August in Breskens, Holland. This is a gathering of high-level completion during the Breskens Sailing Weekend coupled with the IRC Championship of Holland. Great people and great boats! 
Light Vessel Race, Zeebrugge  4th & 5th September



The Light Vessel Race is normally an evening race from Breskens to Zeebrugge, followed by an Inshore Weekend Regatta off Zeebrugge 
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Gaëtan Janssens Trophy, during 2009, attracted over 125 yachts from Belgium, French, Holland and England.
